As mathematicians we will be...focusing on developing addition and
subtraction strategies with 2-digit numbers all the way to 100! We
will explore this using lots of different concrete apparatus and
pictorial representations alongside using written methods. We will
use place value charts to add and subtract by jumping across a 10
and will finish our addition and subtraction unit with comparing
number sentences and missing number problems.

We will also be finishing our 2D and 3D shape unit and moving onto
money, where we will be developing our skills of counting and
comparing pounds, pence and notes.

As writers and communicators we will be... Practicing writing narrative using the story ‘Last
Stop on Market Square’ which will take us on a journey! We will be using this story to work on
our expanded noun phrases for description and adding subordinating words into our
sentences such as, because, if, that and or. We will also be reading the story ‘Dragon Post’. In
this unit, we will developing our writing skills by exploring ways we use different types of
writing e.g. for post cards, emails or letters, and then will use our new skills to write our own
letters. We will also be starting our Little Wandle ‘Bridge to Spelling’ unit which leads us onto
the spelling rules from our Phase 5 Phonics.

As musicians we will be.... focusing on listening to and appraising a
range of different music in connection with our Christmas production,
‘Whoops A Daisy Angel’ We will be practising our performance ready
and excited to perform for our family and friends on Wednesday 10t
December.

As historians, we will be conducting a Local History Study! We will be
finding out about an important local person who helped to improve road safety
with an invention he made in the 1930s. We will also be thinking about
Remembrance Day and what and how we commemorate at this time. We will
then be investigating how schools have changed and comparing school life
now, to in the past. This will include an investigation of our local area, using
maps, to see which schools are around now that weren’t 50 years ago!

As scientists we will be.... investigating the properties of different
everyday materials by completing group investigations and recording
our results. We will test how flexible and strong different materials
are and also look at how to make an absorbent material waterproof.
We will also explore sustainability and the use of plastic for every day
materials.
